3. After PECI PDS displays Projected Investment Savings Summary, select the following:

· (Optional) All (This checkbox displays projects for all commands on one report)

· Projects Type: FASCAP or PIF

4. Click Print.  Note: Click Save to save an electronic copy of this report to a .rtf (rich-text format) or .pdf (portable document format).
