1. From the Web page (https://www.dp.hq.af.mil), you will see the following text: "Welcome!  You have reached the AF/DP's public Internet site.   The majority of our content is restricted to .mil/.gov domains and can be found at https://www.dp.hq.af.mil/.   If you are on a .mil or .gov domain and cannot gain access to the domain restricted content, please visit our access page for information and instructions." 

2. Click on "access page" within the text. 

3. A page entitled Site Access Problems? displays. 

4. Follow the instructions on this Web page to see if you will need to contact your network administrator to make changes.
PECI Tutorial: Getting Started

To start viewing the PECI Tutorial, you will need a plug-in called Macromedia® Flash™ Player.  Due to each organization's security procedures, check with your network administrator prior to downloading and installing this plug-in.  To get this plug-in, click on this link: download Flash.

After you have downloaded and installed this plug-in to your computer, use your Internet browser to access the Analysts Only section from the PECI Web site.  There are two ways to review the PECI Tutorial:

5. Launch the PECI Tutorial  This link allows you to review the tutorial online.  This is best if you have a fast network connection. 

6. Download PECI Tutorials Zip File  This link allows you to download the entire tutorial to your computer.  This is beneficial in two ways: first, if your network is slow or unreliable; or second, you want to "demo" the tutorial for a briefing.

PECI Tutorial: The Main Interface

In this issue we will introduce the first of five parts in the series, PECI Tutorial.  The main interface is the first page that you will see when you start the PECI Tutorial.  It provides basic information and organization for the tutorials.  There are five labels located at the top of the interface: Introduction, Essentials, Process, Marketing and PDS.  In this issue, we will cover the Introduction.  When you place your cursor over a label (e.g., Introduction), a menu displays.  Below is a general description of each menu item in Introduction:

· Home describes the audience (who the tutorials are intended for); introduces the PECI program and outlines a few reasons why base-level PECI Analysts should use the tutorial. 

· Description describes the content for each module of the tutorial 

· Requirements lists the minimum requirements for you to view the tutorials 

· Key Features describes the features that are available to the analysts while they are reviewing the tutorial 

· About Segue accesses Segue Technologies' Web site 

· PECI Web Site accesses USAF PECI's Web site 

· PECI Web Help access the PECI Web Help 

· PECI Movie accesses the PECI movie 

· AFI 38-301 accesses the official Air Force Instruction for PECI
