The AF has formed a council to provide AF-level 
guidance for force development. The council will 
 

�� Provide an institutional perspective on issues 
�� Make recommendations to SECAF and CSAF 
 

VCSAF will chair the council; members will include 
 

�� Senior military and civilian functional authorities 
�� MAJCOM vice commanders 
�� Chiefs of the ANG and the AF Reserve 
�� CMSAF 
 

Three offices under the council will implement the 
force-development doctrine: 
 

�� Force-development office -- Will establish 
regulatory policies and program guidelines, 
coordinate activities, monitor and ensure adherence 
to force-development policy 

�� Force-development support office -- Will provide 
day-to-day analytical support to force-development 
structure and development teams 

�� Force-development teams -- Will oversee person-
nel development for the council and functional 
authorities; will consist of career field leaders, AFPC 
team representatives and MAJCOM stakeholders 
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
